As mentioned in the mid term progress report, the first training workshop that deals with the effective methods/technologies of waste management and disposal practices was foreseen to take place in mid July 2007 but it was postponed for mid 2008 so that to be co-organised with the second training course which refers to the development of a national plan for the management of domestic solid waste in the country as well as to the utilization of the developed software tools.

The concept of joining these two training courses together lies in the fact that the setting of specifications and standards for the sustainable solid waste management is part of the development of an integrated national plan concerning waste management. The co-organisation of the two training courses will ensure higher level of participation by representatives of the competent authorities and the actors involved since it will be more convenient to incorporate them into one meeting instead of inviting them to attend o two separate sessions. 
In particular, during the implementation of the re-organised training course, the following topics were presented and analysed:

A. Prof. M. Mountadar presented the existing situation regarding domestic solid waste generation and composition as well as the management schemes, systems and practices that are currently applied in the country. Also, the problems and needs concerning the effective domestic solid waste management were identified. 

B. Prof. O. Assobhei presented the existing Moroccan environmental policy and legislation on solid waste 

C. Prof. M. Loizidou presented and analysed the existing European legislative framework (Directives, Decisions and Regulations) related to solid waste management (content, topics that are covered, principles, priorities, responsibilities, requirements, etc.). Furthermore, the Moroccan legislation was compared with the European one (gap analysis) and suggestions for the harmonisation with the European legislation were developed.

D. Mr. D. Malamis (M.Sc.) presented and analysed all the alternative methods and technologies that could be applied for the management of domestic solid waste. Also, the framework of standards and technical specifications for the application of the appropriate technologies and systems and the construction of the relative plants were given. 

E. Prof. M. Loizidou presented the national plan that was developed via the project for the effective management of the domestic solid waste in Morocco. In particular, the following issues were presented: i. the procedure that was applied for the examination of the alternative management systems ii. the ranking of the alternative management systems iii. the type of management systems and the number of the corresponding facilities/installations 

F. C. Kapetaniou demonstrated the application of the software tools related to the landfill site allocation and optimization of the routing for the collection and transfer of the domestic solid waste. In particular, he explained step by step the functions of the software tool for landfill site allocation, the weighting system applied, the parameters taken into consideration for the comparison of alternative sites, instructions on how to develop the weighting methodology and the multicriteria analysis, and instructions on how to update the database and to add new potential sites for examination. 
Also, he explained step by step the functions of the software tool for routing optimisation. 
The demonstration of the two software tools was held using real data (data referred to the area of Azemmour), so that their functions and outcome to be clear and tangible to the participants. 
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
